Following the lessons learnt from the tragic events in Haverfordwest, CIMSPA and
Paddle UK are collaborating to develop a standards for deployment policy
specifically for Stand Up Paddleboarding. This guidance once published will
provide deployers, training agencies and those wanting to gain the apporpiate

qualification and training with both clarity and assurances.

The safety of participants in Stand Up Paddleboarding is at the forefront of our
minds in developing this policy. The guidance we are developing has a

proportionate approach to the training required in line with the standards for

oversight for the training of those leading and coaching Stand Up
